	Average cost of living per semester (e.g. room, food, entertainment, books etc):
When living off campus, the cost of living per month is estimated at $4500 to $5000 MX Pesos (about $500 USD), this including room, meals, and transportation. It is useful for the students to have an idea of how much they spend in leisure activities back home and increase that amount a little bit for their stay.
Books costs range from $15 USD - $40 USD per book. Depends on the course. Professors will share a list of the book(s) needed to follow a course.
